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Upgrading State Highway 22 (SH22)

We're proposing to upgrade part of State Highway 22 (SH22) in the future to connect
current and new communities and make travel within this area easier.

In the long term, the section of SH22 between the Drury Interchange and just west of Oira Road at the
edge of the Future Urban Zone is planned to be upgraded to four lanes. This will mean it’s better suited
to a growing urban area and can provide increased transport choice and support more people who walk,
cycle, and use public transport.

In addition, Waka Kotahi’s Safe Network Programme (SNP) is looking to make the intersection of
Glenbrook Road and SH22 safer by installing a roundabout. Speed limits along SH22 between Drury
Interchange and Paerata are also being reviewed.

This project is one part of the transport network proposed to support the population growth of
Auckland’s south.
